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The Active Response Regeneration Tap creates 
a permanent, in-line access port to monitor all 
full-duplex traffic without data stream 
interference.

3 The monitoring device sees the 
same traffic as if it were also in-line, 
including physical layer errors.

Optional utilization of an active port 
enables devices such as Intrusion 
Detection and Prevention Systems to 
send responses (such as TCP Resets) 
back to the original link.

The network signal is regenerated 
so that multiple monitoring devices 
can have real-time, simultaneous 
monitoring access to all traffic.
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
