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Connecting to the Network

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Connecting to the Monitoring Device

1. Using a Net Optics Custom Monitor Cable, connect the single-duplex end
to the Tap Monitor A/B Port.

2. Connect the twin-duplex end of the cable labeled DCE into the appropriate
monitoring device port to monitor the DCE link.

3. Connect the other twin-duplex end to the appropriate monitoring device
port to monitor the DTE link.
